Easter Sunday - On the first day of the week, the third 
day of his Passion, Jesus Christ rose from the 
dead. Today is his day.  Many great historical figures 
have led exemplary lives, taught wise doctrines, and even 
died for the truth. But only one has risen again.  Among 
the vast array of humanity's greatest heroes, only about 
Jesus Christ can we say: "He rose again on the third day, 
in fulfillment of the scriptures."  Only in Christ's 
resurrection do goodness and power finally unite. The 
good guy wins!  Only in Christ's resurrection does love 
prove that it is stronger than death.  In Christ and in his 
resurrection, a new - a wildly new - hope dawns for all 
mankind, the hope that if we stay united to him through 
faith and grace, we will rise with him, rise from our very 
tombs, and live with him forever in the never-ending 
adventure of heaven. 

No one else offers such a hope, because no one else has 
risen from the dead to be able to offer it - only the Lord.  
The Resurrection is the definitive watershed in the 
history of religions; it makes Christianity absolutely 
unique. In the Resurrection, reality becomes more 
wonderful than myth.   Easter is the feast of feasts, the 
unalloyed joy and gladness of all Christians. 

The unrivalled motive for this joy is contained in the very 
center of the Mass, the great prayer of thanksgiving.  The 
first words of the Preface, express the right to praise You, 
Lord, at all times.  How much more so it should be on 
this day that we glorify God and His wondrous gifts.  
The day when Christ our Lord rose from the dead, 
showing He is the true Lamb of God.  By His Death  
Christ destroyed our death and by His Resurrection 
restored our life. Easter means, then, Redemption 
obtained — sin destroyed, death overcome, divine life 
brought back to us, the resurrection of our body which is 
promised immortality. With such a certitude, we should 
banish all trace of sadness. 

Haec dies quam fecit Dominus: "This is the day which 
the Lord has made." Throughout the octave we shall 
sing of the unequalled joy which opens eternity to us. 
Every Sunday will furnish a reminder of this joy, and 
from Sunday to Sunday, from year to year, the Easters of 
this earth will lead us to that blessed day on which Christ 
has promised that He will come again with glory to take 
us with Him into the kingdom of His Father.

DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 

Next Sunday is the  Feast of 
the Divine Mercy or Divine 
Mercy Sunday.  Divine 
Mercy Sunday is dedicated to 
the devotion to the Divine 
Mercy promoted by Saint 
F a u s t i n a  ( F a u s t y n a 
Kowalska).  Saint Faustina 
included the message Jesus 
gave her in her diary: "On that day the very depths of 
My tender mercy are open. I pour out a whole ocean of 
graces upon those souls who approach the fount of My 
mercy. The soul that will go to Confession and receive 
Holy Communion shall obtain complete forgiveness of 
sins and punishment. On that day all the divine 
floodgates through which grace flow are opened. Let no 
soul fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be as 
scarlet. My mercy is so great that no mind, be it of man 
or of angel, will be able to fathom it throughout all 
eternity."  
 

The devotion was celebrated unofficially in many 
places for some years.  On April 30, 2000 (Divine 
Mercy Sunday of that year), Pope John Paul II 
canonized Saint Faustina and designated the Sunday 
after Easter as Divine Mercy Sunday in the General 
Roman Calendar.  Our Lord made a great promise to all 
those souls who would go to Confession and then 
receive Him in Holy Communion on this Divine Mercy 
Sunday.   
 

You are encouraged to take advantage of this incredible 
promise with us next Sunday when the Image of The 
Divine Mercy and the Holy Sacrament of the Eucharist 
will be on display and venerated.  We will also pray the 
Chaplet of the Divine Mercy and have Benediction of 
the Holy Eucharist following the 11:00 AM Mass.
