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Sixth Sunday of Easter - Following Christ is not complicated.  In fact, today Jesus reduces the essence of 
what it means to be his follower into one sentence.  This sentence is his New Commandment, a commandment 
that summarizes everything he has taught: "Love one another as I have loved you."  If we do that, we are on 
Christ's path, and we will experience the joy and meaning that only God can give. 

And to make it even simpler (because he knows that we tend to complicate things unnecessarily), Jesus 
explains exactly what he means by the word "love," a word the Devil is always trying to distort:  "A man can 
have no greater love than to lay down his life for his friends."  In other words, love is self-giving, and so, the 
greater the self-giving, the greater the love.  When we put our lives at the service of others, when we live in 
order to give and not to take, when we are willing to suffer so that someone else can rejoice, then we may call 
ourselves his disciples. 

But Jesus went even further in order to make sure we would 
understand.  He didn't explain the meaning of true love just with 
words; he also explained it with his deeds, with his own suffering 
and death. He accepted mockery, humiliation, torture, rejection, 
injustice, misunderstanding, betrayal, and finally death, not 
because he was too weak to resist,  but to show us what love 
really is: self-giving, self-forgetful generosity. 

Jesus Christ hanging on the cross; bearing the weight of our sins; 
thinking not of himself but of the men and women he came to 
save, even pleading for their forgiveness up until the very end; 
giving without counting the cost, even without asking for 
something in return - this is God's idea of love.  Is it ours?

The month of May is 
dedicated to the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, the Mother of 
Jesus.  Mary is venerated in 
many different representations 
and devotions.  Poland and 
Polish people across the world 
have a special devotions to 
Our Lady of Częstochowa. 
Matka Boska Częstochowska, 
Our Lady of Czestochowa is a 
venerated and beloved painting 
of the Madonna and Christ 

Child.   According to tradition, Saint Luke the 
Evangelist is believed to be the original artist of this 
painting in which Mary is depicted holding the Christ 
Child. This sacred picture, enshrined and venerated at 
the renowned Marian Shrine in Poland, was first 
brought from Jerusalem through Constantinople and 
was bestowed to the Princess of Ruthenia. It was 
brought to Poland in 1382 through the efforts of 
Ladislaus of Opole who had discovered it in a castle at 
Belz. To ensure its protection, he invited the Monks of 
Saint Paul the First Hermit from Hungary to be its 
guardians 

From this time onward, the historic records of the 
painting are documented and authenticated by the 
miracles associated with the painting. In 1430, a 
devastating attack on the Polish Shrine resulted in tragic 
losses and the damaging of the holy picture. To this 
very day, despite the attempts to repair the damage, the 
slashes on the face of the Virgin Mary are still visible. 

The foundation of the Monastery and Shrine in 
Częstochowa began with a small wooden church. 
Subsequent development (1632-48) led to the 
construction of the present day basilica and defense 
wall which surrounds the sacred buildings. Under the 
heroic leadership of the Prior of the Monastery, Father 
Augustine Kordecki, the Shrine withstood the attacks of 
the Swedish Invasion of 1655. This great victory proved 
to be a tremendous boost to the morale of the entire 
Polish nation 

As a result, King Jan Casimir, in 1656, made a solemn 
vow proclaiming the Mother of God to be the "Queen of 
the Polish Crown" and the Shrine of Jasna Gora to be 
the "Mount of Victory" and a spiritual capital for 
Poland. 

During the years of Poland's partition (1772-1918) the 
Shrine of Jasna Gora became a vibrant link for the 
Polish people with their homeland. The holy painting 
enshrined at Częstochowa beamed as a lighthouse of 
hope during the painful years of national hardships and 
defeats. 

Following the restoration of national independence in 
1918, pilgrimages to the Polish Shrine grew in number 
and size. As World War II ended, a nation devastated 
by the scourges of war drew new strength and courage 
from the Shrine to rebuild and recover from the war. 
Today the Shrine of Częstochowa in Poland attracts 
millions of worshipers and tourists who come to honor 
the miraculous image of Our Lady of Częstochowa.
