Fourth Sunday in Advent - Isn't it amazing that the prophet Micah, who lived more than 
700 years before Christ, predicted where the Messiah would be born, in Bethlehem?  And 
isn't it amazing that 700 years later, Mary and Joseph were required by the Roman 
authorities to go to Bethlehem to register for a census at the very time that Mary was due 
to give birth?  One of the many lessons God teaches us through the great event of 
Christmas is the power of his Providence.  He guides the course of history, wisely and 
gently, but powerfully and securely, without violating human freedom. 

This is why the prophet Micah tells us in today’s First Reading that the Messiah, the 
Christ, will "be our peace."  When we come to know Jesus Christ, his person, his 
message, and his mission, we come to understand and trust God's Providence.  Even though sin has turned this 
fallen world into a valley of suffering and tears,  where evil often seems to be victorious of good and injustice 
often seems to triumph over justice, when we look at the baby Jesus lying in the manger on the first Christmas, our 
hearts are strengthened and our hope in God is confirmed.  God is at work in the world, slowly setting things right. 

God was present in a stable-cave at Bethlehem, an obscure little town far away from the headlines of ancient 
times.  And he is present and active in all the little Bethlehems of the world today: in your heart and mine, in our 
homes and families, in our hospitals and on our battlefields.  The Good Shepherd is there, gently guiding the 
course of history, leading his children to the green pastures of true wisdom, lasting joy, and eternal life.  Knowing 
this brings interior peace, even amidst the exterior storms. 

Today the Church reminds us that Jesus truly is the Lord of history, that God's Providence is powerful enough to 
guide the course of world events, and to bring meaning and order to the struggles and sufferings of our own lives.  
This loving and wise omnipotence of God, revealed by the babe in Bethlehem, is meant to be the source of our 
interior peace, a peace that goes deeper than the stormy circumstances all around us.  If we put our faith in this 
message, like Mary in today's Gospel, we too will be called blessed.

Kolędy - The Polish Christmas 
carol or kolęda is derived from 
the Latin word Calendae, 
meaning "first day of the month".  
Polish Christmas carols are 
almost all anonymous, having 
been composed by the people.  
Their origins date from the 
fourteenth century through the 
seventeenth century. Polish 
Christmas carols, or kolędy possess an essentially folk 
song quality which makes them specifically national. 
Their melodies are characteristically Polish - cheerful, 
tender, and at times even humorous.  This is typical of 
the Polish peasant or mountaineer. The Infant Jesus, 
poor, homeless, and born in a stable surrounded by the 
familiar domestic animals, appeals to the hearts and 
imaginations of all peoples. Koledy are very joyful 
songs announcing the coming of Christ on earth and 
through His grace, the rebirth of our souls. 

Some of the more popular Kolędy include: Jezus 
Malusieńki (Jesus, Heaven's Infant), PrzybieŜeli do 
Betlejem (To the Town of Bethlehem), Dzisiaj w 
Betlejem (Rejoice Bethlehem), Gdy sie Chrystus rodzi 
(God is Born), Wsrod Nocnej Ciszy (Midst Quiet 
Night), LulajŜe Jezuniu (Lull-A-Bye Little Jesus). 

Here at Saint Hyacinth, we enjoy singing these songs 
during the Christmas Season and especially at the 
Pasterka Mass.  Once again we are fortunate to have the 
Saint Hyacinth Men’s Choir sing Kolędy before and 
during the Pasterka Mass.  The choir will begin at 9:30 
PM on Christmas Eve.  Come early and enjoy your 
favorite  Kolędy!  Help keep this wonderful tradition 
and part of our Polish Heritage alive!  Spread the word 
and invite your friends and family to join us as well.

All four candles are lighted on the fourth Sunday and 
allowed to burn as before.  The prayer said the fourth 
week is: 

Father: Let us pray. Stir up Thy might, we pray 
Thee, O Lord, and come; rescue us through Thy 
great strength so that salvation, which has been 
hindered by our sins, may be hastened by the grace 
of Thy gentle mercy. Who livest and reignest for 
ever and ever. 

All: Amen.
